FORCIBLE RAPE

DEFINITION
Forcible Rape, by UCR definition, is the carnal knowledge of a person forcibly or against that
person’s will, or when a victim is mentally or physically incapable of giving consent. Attempts to
commit rape are included in this category. One offense is counted for each victim of rape.
Statutory rapes and other types of sexual assaults are not counted as rape under the UCR
program.

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2002 SUMMARY

There were 2,016 forcible rapes reported in the 2002 crime index. During this year, rapes
increased 14.3 percent compared to those reported in 2001.

There were 771 persons arrested for forcible rape statewide in 2002.

The number of forcible rapes committed per 10,000 persons was 4.9 statewide. The rate per
10,000 females was 9.6, based on a state female population projection of 2,103,200, as of July
1, 2002.

Of all persons arrested for rape, 66.5 percent were 34 years of age or younger. With regard to
race, 45.4 percent were white, 54.0 percent were black, and 0.6 percent were other races.

Of the total rapes reported in 2002, approximately 8.5 percent were attempted.

Victims were known to have been using alcohol at the time of the offense in 9.7 percent of the
cases, drugsin 1.2 percent, and alcohol and drugs in 1.1 percent.

Offenders were known to have been using alcohol at the time of the offense in 12.2 percent of
the cases, drugsin 1.2 percent, and alcohol and drugs in 1.7 percent.

The relationships of victims to offenders within the family represented 16.8 percent of the total,

outside the family but known to the victim 59.0 percent, strangers 15.4 percent, and unknown
relationships 8.6 percent.
