~Doing Business with SLED
Businesses or Individuals desiring to do business with the South Carolina Law Enforcement Division (SLED) need to furnish the Procurement Department a company profile or literature describing their product line or services offered. Names of sales representatives with telephone and FAX numbers should also be provided. 
To be established as a registered vendor, a Federal Employee Identification Number (FEIN) or social security number must be provided. This information must be submitted on a W9 Form which can be obtained from the SLED Procurement Specialists or from the Internal Revenue Services Available Forms Page.

~ Commodities/Services
