SLED Cold Case Unit

SLED is working with Walterboro Police Department regarding the death of Elaine Fogle.  In the early hours of May 28, 1978, Elaine Fogle was found strangled to death in her residence, 210 South Lemacks Street, Walterboro, South Carolina, by her roommate.  Elaine Fogle had been visiting with friends when she returned home.  Elaine’s roommate returned to the residence and found Elaine deceased and notified the police.  coldcase@sled.sc.gov
SLED is working with Lexington County Sheriff’s Office regarding the deaths of Glenn Fulmer and Bryan Wilson.  During the early morning of March 4, 1979, the bodies of Glenn Fulmer and Bryan Wilson were discovered shot to death at the Wilson’s residence, located at 3108 Sunset Boulevard, West Columbia, South Carolina.  Both Glenn and Bryan were students at BC High School.  helpglennandbryan@sled.sc.gov
SLED is working with the Jasper County Sheriff’s Office regarding the death of Sherill Lynn Pittman who was 19years of age when she was murdered.  On July 10, 1981, the body of Sherill Pittman was located in the Savannah River by a boat ramp which was located off of Purrysburg Road, South Carolina, in Jasper County.  The Coroner has estimated that Ms Pittman had been killed on July 7, 1981.  coldcase@sled.sc.gov
SLED is working with Marion County Sheriff’s Office regarding the death of Spencer Owens.  On October 17, 1988, Spencer Owens left work and his vehicle was discovered on fire a short time later.  Spencer Owens was found shot to death on November 13, 1988, a few miles from where his truck was burned.  Both incidents occurred in Marion County, South Carolina.  coldcase@sled.sc.gov
SLED and the North Myrtle Beach Department of Public Safety are currently investigating the homicide of Shawn Neal.  Ms Neal was found strangled to death on June 2, 1996 inside Unit 304 of Windy Shores II at 3217 South Ocean Blvd, North Myrtle Beach, South Carolina.  coldcase@sled.sc.gov
SLED and the Hartsville Police Department are working on a homicide that occurred at Oakview Townhouse Apartments on 236 Swift Creek Road Hartsville, SC.  Esther Thomas was found strangled to death on Friday June 14, 2002 in her apartment.  The time of death was estimated to be between the late hours of Thursday June 13, 2002 until the early hours of Friday June 14, 2002.  coldcase@sled.sc.gov
SLED is working with Clarendon County Sheriff’s Office regarding the death of Hattie McFadden.  On February 18, 2006, Hattie McFadden was found beaten to death in her residence, located at 1005 Overlook Lane, Manning, South Carolina, by her daughters.  coldcase@sled.sc.gov
SLED is working with the Lexington County Sheriff’s Office regarding the deaths of James Mullins and Faye Bowlden.  On Sunday March 5, 2006, Lexington County authorities discovered the residence at 123 Maple Shade Court Lexington, South Carolina ablaze.  When the fire was extinguished, the bodies of James Mullins and Faye Bowlden were discovered.  Mr. Mullins was the owner/operator of The Next Wave Tattoo and Body Piercing Shop (formerly the 420 Shop), located at 1925 South Lake Blvd, Suite B, C, & D, Lexington, South Carolina.  Ms. Bowlden also was employed at The Next Wave.  coldcase@sled.sc.gov
SLED and the West Columbia Police Department are conducting an investigation into the disappearance of Portia Washington and her granddaughter, Angelica Livingston.  The last known contact with the victims was on June 10, 2006, at Park Place Apartments located at 1035 Comanchee Trail, Apartment M7, West Columbia, South Carolina.  coldcase@sled.sc.gov
SLED is investigating the death of Daniel Walker who was an inmate housed in Lee Correctional Institution.  On June 24, 2006, Correctional Officers found Daniel Walker dead, lying in his bunk.  coldcase@sled.sc.gov
SLED is working with Sumter County Sheriff’s Office regarding the death of Charles Way.  On August 18, 2008, Charles Way was found shot to death in his residence, located at 65 Grace Lane, Sumter, South Carolina, by his daughter.  After the discovery of Charles Way’s body, the police were notified.  coldcase@sled.sc.gov
SLED and the Bamberg County Sheriff’s Office are currently investigating the homicide of Jason Matthew Edwards.  Mr Edwards was found shot to death on July 30, 2006 inside a building adjacent to his residence at 406 Middleplace Road, Olar, South Carolina.
