GENERAL PURPOSE: To set forth policies for the administration of implied consent
breath alcohol tests.

POLICY: The Division will establish procedures for properly conducting implied
consent BAC DataMaster breath alcohol tests.

SPECIFIC PROCEDURES: It is suggested that the four copies of the evidence ticket
be distributed as follows: White-Test Operator, Canary-Defendant, Pink-Arresting
officer, and Gold-Station. The defendant should be given a copy of his completed
evidence ticket with test results after the breath test if possible. It is not
required that the defendant be given a copy of aborted tests. However, the
defendant must be given a copy of his completed test before trial. No copy of
the ticket needs to be sent to SLED. In the event extra copies are needed, the
operator may press the "CPY" button on the keypad. This must be done before
another test is begun. The instrument will prompt, "PASSWORD:", and after it
is entered, the instrument will then prompt "INSERT TICKET", unless a ticket has
already been inserted. After a ticket is inserted, the instrument will print
a copy of the last test performed. However, the original ticket needs to be
retained, because it has the time stamp information on it, while a copy will not.
